Dalloway, aged 52, the wife of conservative M.P.
goes to Bond Street to buy some flowers for a
party she is giving that evening at her house in
Dean's Yard. She meets an old:friend Hugh
Whitebread on the way through Green Park, while
she is buying flowers, a V.1.P. car goes past; it also
passes a young couple, septimus and Lucrezia
Warren Smith, the husband an estate agent’s clerk
and traumatised veteran of war, and the wife an
Italian girl who used to make hats in Milan.
Septimus’ madness has necessitated the consul-
tation with a psychiatrist Sir ‘William Brad shaw
with whom they had an appointment at 12 noon.
The Smiths walk upto the Regent's Park, Clarissa
walks home, both see an aeroplane advertising
‘Toffo’ in the sky. When Clarissa gets home she
finds a message saying that her husband is go-
ing out to lunch with Lady Bruton. She is disturbed
at having not been invited. She starts to mend
her dress for the party and is interrupted by an
unexpected visit by Peter Walsh, the man she
used to love in her youth at her tamily house at
Bourton, and from whom she parted with great
pain after she met Richard Dalloway, her present
husband. They have seen each other occasion-
ally in the last thirty years. Peter went to India,
married, was widowed and is now in love with
Daisy, a young married woman with two children.
His conversation with Clarissa, in which, he bursts
into tears as he tells her this is interrupted by the
entrance of Clarissa’s 17 year old daughter Eliza-
beth. Peter leaves Dean’s Yard and walks upto
Regent's Park, pursuing an attractive girl for part
of his way. At quarter to 12 he glimpse the Warren
Smiths in the park who leave at 12 for their ap-
pointment with the psychiatrist. The interview lasts
precisely three quarters of an hour and results in
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Sir William’s arranging for Septimus to go into one
of his homes.

At half past one Richard Dalloway and Hugh
Whitebread meet for lunch at Lady Bruton’s where
they help her to write a letter to ‘The Times’ Rich-
ard hearing that Peter is in London, thinks of his
own love for Clarissa and decides to go and see
her after lunch. Peter Walsh, going back to his hotel
is passed by the ambulance carrying Septimus’
body’ He goes into change, finds a note from
Clarissa, and as evening falls goes out again to
walk to her party. At the party Sally Seton, an old
friend of Peter and Clarissa, of whom both have
been thinking during the day, arrives uninvited. The
Prime Minister, Lady Bruton, Hugh whitebread etc,
all those characters who have been in some way
important during the day are there. The Brad
shaws come and through them Clarissa learns of
Septimus’ death with which she feels a strong
connection. Peter Walsh who has spent much of
the day criticising Clarissa, is forced to get into a
moment of intense emotion for her.

From this rough summary two things become
clear, first is that all the activity is carefully held
together by specific use of time and space. The
second is that the substance of the book does
not lie in the sequence of events as it is almost
impossible to express in a sequential narrative
the way ones mind responds to an idea, a word,
or an experience.

The novel at the surface may seem disjointed

and incoherent to the reader of traditional novels
used to a narrative of episodic sequentially from
the cradle to the grave. And Wolf herself was aware
of such criticism. In fact, the plot does not con-
nect C[arissa and Septimus physically apart form
thg arpltrary link provided by Sir William, the psy-
chiatrist and the situational resemblanc'e of both
of them having witnessed the death of someone
close..

At the outset it should be admifted that
this widely used term continues to be delightfully
'vague. It has had an adventurous history. Born of
the savage intra-Christian wars, religious in na-
ture in the 16™ and 17" centuiries when the church
eventually lost its supremacy the rulers came to
be called secular. In this manner, secularism stood
for co-existence and complete separation of the

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In India, the modern nation state, based on
secularism started developing during the freedom
struggle and assumed a new dimension after
1947. In these circumstances the appreciable
policy would be a cultural laissez faire of which
secularism is a component. But contemporary
political scenario shows that this is a much-
abused term. When certain political parties and
groups make a mysterious distinction petwegn
pseudo-secularism and genuine-secularism, lib-
eral political opinion in India has built up gnother
mysterious theory that our secularism is different
from the Western secularism as Indians are very
much religious. This view has been endorsed even
in a number of judicial pronouncements at the hlgh-
est level with the result that secularism in India
has been identifies with tolerance or in the San-
skrit cliche Sarva Dharma Sambhava (equal re-

(2) (b) empowers state to undertake the activi-
ties for social reform, social basically implies ban-
ning of all those religious practices and dogmas,
which have deleterious effect on the society.

3) Article 26 provides that every religious de-
nomination or any section thereof shall have the
right to establish and maintain institutions for reli-
gious and charitable purposes, to manage its own
affairs in matters of religion, to own and acquire
movable and immovable property, and to admin-
ister such property in accordance with law.

4) Article 27 says that no person shall be com-
pelled to any taxes the proceeds of which are spe-
cifically appropriated in payment of expenses for
the promotion or maintenance of any particular
religious denomination.

5) Article 28 provides that no religious instruc-
tions shall be provided compulsorily in any edu-
cational institution wholly or partly maintained by
the state.

6) Articles 29 and 30 provide that the state shall
not impcse upon it any culture other than
community's own culture and that every commu-
nity shall have the right to establish and adminis-
ter an educational institution of its choice and the
state shall not, in granting aid to educational insti-
tutions, discriminate against such an educational
institution maintained by a majority community on
the ground that it is under the management of a
religious community. .

There are other provisions calling upon the
state to ban cow slaughter (Article 48) or to take
steps for introducing Uniform Civil Code (Article
44) for all communities.

The various constitutional provisions make
clear, the nature of Indian secular practices. By
and large, secular polity in India has four major
implications.

a) the rejection of theocratic or semi-theocratic
state,

b) the proclamation that religion is of a private
or group concern,

c) equality of all citizens irrespective of his/her
caste or creed, and

d) the right of the state to interfere in the reli-
gious practices of various communities in the in-

terest of their peaceful co-existence and cultural
development.
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In practice there is absence of clarity about
the attributes of secularism among the ruled and
the ruling alike. This peculiar nature is responsible
for many unhealthy trends and practices on In-
dian politics. Leaders of all political parties use
religion or communal cards for strengthening and
expanding their political support base. This is one
of the challenges to the healthy growth of our
secular practices. Religious saints and sages
have great demands during elections for influenc-
ing the voters in favour of or against a particular
candidate or a party.

Moreover, historical evidences established the
fact that Dr. Zakir Hussain touched the feet of
Shankaracharya and Dr. Rajendra Prasad visited
Somnath temple in 1950 and participated in its
ceremonious reconstruction. Similarly in 1952, Dr.
Rajendra Prasad then President washed the feet
of Pandits at a religious function in Varanasi. in
1972 Indira Gandhi, then Prime Minister, launched
an Indian made ship in Visakhapatnam port by
breaking a coconut etc. examples galore how re-
ligious practices have been going on to be mixed
up with administration.

The biggest distortion in politics today is the

- polarization on communal lines, a development

for which the so called political parties like, the
Congress, Samajwadi, party, R J D bear the
heaviest responsibility. Also the Congress pon-
dering to Muslim religiosity characterized by the
Friday school holiday with two-hour prayer break
in Kerala and the creation of Malappuram as a
new minority district by the LDF-Government was
an act of communal appeasement. The most cel-

PRIVATISATION

1}@/ rivatisation means allowing the private sec

il tor to setup more and more such enterprises
as were previously reserved for the public sec-
tor. Under Privatisation existing enterprises of the
public sector are either completely or partially sold
to private sector.

Privatisation of state owned enterprises
emerged as a major policy option in the 1980's
both in developed and developing countries in the
context of structural adjustment of economics.
During the premier ship of Margarat Thatcher
(1976-89) Privatisation was largely introduced in
U.K. Later, this policy was introduced in Frarce,
U.S.A., Italy and other developed countries. Both
Thatcher and Roland Raegan stragly supported
the policy of privatisation and their brand of eco-
nomics was known as Thatchenism and
Raeganomics.

Privatisation gathered momentum in the 1990
in the era of liberalisation of economics of devel-
oping countries to become outward oriented. The
collapse of the socialist system in Russia was
viewed as the victory of capitalism and the devel-
oped nations were able to push the frontiers of
free market economy in the name of globalisation.

Accordingly international financial institutions
like the World Bank and the International Monetary
Fund gradually built into their lending commitments
for developing countries policy advice, which
amOng other things, proposed a larger role for the
private sector in their economics and Privatisation
of state owned enterprises. In countries encoun-

tering acute fiscal difficulties, Privatisation was
strongly advocated so that the state could with-
draw from areas, which could be managed better
by private enterprise, like education, health and
other basic facilities which are in the category of
'public goods'. This was on the premise that state
undertakings, by and large, were run inefficiently,
not internationally competitive, heavily subsidied

One might think it ridiculous to thank people
for doing a job which they are normally supposed
to do, or for which they are paid, but consider how
much pleasure you will be able to give your friend
or somebody by appreciating the work he has
done. A little appreciation of other's’services is
like grease in dry gears. If greased and kept lubri-
cated at frequent intervals, gears work in
harmoney and operate smoothly; as in human life
courtesy is the grease which can operate our life

efficiently without any breakdown. It is incredible
what a difference it makes to one's feelings to-
wards the whole human race when one is treated
with politeness and kindness in buses, trains,
trams, subways, ferries, stores, ships, streets etc.
Kind words produce their own image in men's
souls; and a beautifulimage itis. They soothe and
quiet and comfort the hearer. They shame him out
of his sour, morose, unkind feelings. We have not
yet began to use kind words in such abundance
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as they ought to be used.

Courtesies don't cost you anything. Why not
make people around us happy - it will make us
happier ourselves. Do not wait until someone does
scmething big for you tc show your gratitude and
appreciation. Thank people for little things they do
for you. Take a minute to say "Thank you". And
say it sincerely and not just mechanically. Say it
with your lips, with your cyebrows, your hand
shake or with a bouquet of flowers. Say 'thank
you' to your newsboy for bringing your morning
paper ; say ‘thank you' to your teacher for teach-
ing you; to your doctor when he gives services
io the waiter when he brings your ordered dish'
etc. The magic power in two simple words 'Thank
Y_ou' expressed sincerely cannot be overempha-
sized. Anyone will be glad to do things for a per-
son who genuinely appreciates it. You will make
more friends, if you thank people for thair smél!-
est favours.

Many a life's tricky situations can be saved by
t.h_fz use of a simple word 'sorry'. If you uncon-
sciously hurt anyone's feelings and sentiments
a genuine expression of regret over your action’
can correct the situation much easier and faster
if you furn round and say 'Sorry instead of trying
to explain the situation and argue your case. How
then in life we see a great many misunderstand-
Ings sorted out when the person at fault turns
round and tenders his apologies. It cools the tem-
pers and puts cheer in an otherwise tense situa-

tion. A_wise man never hesistated to tender his
apologies whenever he feels that someone man
have been hurt on his count.
